The Collier County Board of Commissioners is seeking applications for positions on several advisory committees.
The Affordable Housing Commission has 1 vacancy due to a resignation.  This is a 9 member committee created by Ordinance 91‑65 as amended to monitor the implementation of the Affordable Housing Task Force's recommendations, and the goals, objectives, and policies of the Housing Elements of the County's Growth Management Plan and the City's Comprehensive Plan; investigate the feasibility of tax increment financing for infrastructure for site development of affordable housing for low income households; develop means or mechanisms to encourage a voluntary program in which Realtors, and other holding deposits such as escrow accounts of earnest money deposits or security for rentals would deposit these in a selected bank where such bank would contribute to the Housing Trust Fund a gift calculated on the average collected balance for the month; investigate a plan for any linkage and inclusionary zoning recommendations; review and determine the effect of proposed ordinances of affordable housing and make recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners and the Naples City Council; and investigate any other relevant areas so directed by the Board of County Commissioners.  The Board of County Commissioners will appoint 8 members, including the alternate member, two of which must live in the Rural Area (East of Collier Boulevard), and one of those must be a resident of Immokalee.  The City of Naples will appoint 2 members.  The commission shall be comprised of members from the county-at-large, the City of Naples-at-large, the development community, affordable housing providers, financial institutions, the legal profession and realtors.  Terms are 3 years.  

The Emergency Medical Services Advisory Council has 2 vacancies representing Commission District 1 - term expiring on August 31, 2008; and, Commission District 5 -  term expiring on August 31, 2008.  This 14 member council advises the Board of County Commissioners on all aspects of emergency medical services, including the operational budget, level of service and equipment.  Terms are 3 years.

The Habitat Conservation Plan Ad Hoc Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy due to a resignation with the term expiring on June 14, 2008.  This committee was created on March 22, 2005, by Resolution No. 2005-174 and amended on February 14, 12006 by Resolution No. 2006-41 to expand membership to 13 members.  They will serve as a forum for community review and discussion regarding Habitat Conservation Plans (HCP).  The committee is specifically tasked to evaluate the geographical scope (excluding the Rural Lands Stewardship Area) and coverage of an HCP including the species associated with the geographical scope, to identify the types of impacting activities including County infrastructure needs, to identify the financial impacts of an HCP, to assess the community support for an HCP, and to identify alternatives to an HCP, if an HCP is not deemed feasible.  The committee will ultimately provide its findings and recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners.  Terms are 3 years.

The Hispanic Affairs Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy due to a resignation with the term expiring on June 25, 2011.  This 9 member board identifies and evaluates problems unique to the Hispanic Community, reviews and recommends ways to ensure open communication between the minorities and Collier County Government and provides periodic reports to the Board of County Commissioners.  Terms are 4 years.

The Ochopee Fire Control District Advisory Committee had 1 term expire on December 31, 2006, representing Chokoloskee Island and Copeland.  This 5 member committee advises the Board on the budget and operation of the Ochopee Fire Control District.  Members must reside within the taxing district.  Terms are 2 years.

Members of advisory committees must be residents and electors of Collier County, and are subject to the Florida Government in the Sunshine Law.
