The Collier County Board of Commissioners is seeking applications for positions on several advisory committees.

 

 The Emergency Medical Services Advisory Council has 1 vacancy representing Commission District 5 - term expiring on August 31, 2008.  This 14 member council advises the Board of County Commissioners on all aspects of emergency medical services, including the operational budget, level of service and equipment.  Terms are 3 years.

 

The Environmental Advisory Council has 1 vacancy due to a resignation representing a TECHNICAL position.  The term will expire on April 13, 2010.  This 9 member (plus 2 alternate members) council acts in an advisory capacity to the Board in matters dealing with the regulation, control, management, use or exploitation of any or all natural resources within the County, and the review of all land development petitions which require an environmental impact statement (EIS) per section 10.02.02 A of the Code, all developments of regional impact (DRI), lands with special treatment (ST) or Area of Critical State Concern/ Special Treatment zoning overlays, areas of the county covered by interlocal agreements, any petitions which cannot be resolved between the applicant and staff.  The membership will include technical and non-technical members.  Technical members shall demonstrate evidence of expertise in one or more of the following areas related to environmental protection and natural resources management:  Air Quality, Biology (including any of the sub‑disciplines such as botany, ecology, zoology, etc.), Coastal Processes, and Estuarine Processes, Hazardous Waste, Hydrogeology, Hydrology, Hydraulics, Land Use Law, Land Use Planning, Pollution Control, Solid Waste, Stormwater Management, Water Resources, Wildlife Management, or other representative areas deemed appropriate by the Board such as, but not limited to, a representative of the development community.  Alternate EAC members will be requested to attend meetings when regular EAC members have notified staff that they will be absent.   Alternate members will participate in discussions and vote when replacing a regular member.  Alternate members must be technical members that can demonstrate expertise in environmental protection and natural resource management. Terms are 4 years. 

 

The Golden Gate Estates Land Trust Committee has 1 term expiring on October 13, 2007 for applicants residing in Golden Gate Estates Units 21-22, 36-47, 52-53, 59-93 or those units located south of Alligator Alley.  This 5 member committee serves in an advisory capacity to the Board of County Commissioners for the purpose of carrying out the requirements, conditions and various provisions of an Agreement relating to the use of land, or funds derived from the sale of land, conveyed to the County by Avatar Properties Inc. (f/k/a GAC Properties Inc.). Applicants must reside within the subdivision known as "Golden Gate Estates." Member selection may depend upon location of residence within specific areas (phases) of the Estates.  Terms are 4 years.
The Habitat Conservation Plan Ad Hoc Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy due to a resignation with the term expiring on June 14, 2008.  This committee was created on March 22, 2005, by Resolution No. 2005-174 and amended on February 14, 12006 by Resolution No. 2006-41 to expand membership to 13 members.  They will serve as a forum for community review and discussion regarding Habitat Conservation Plans (HCP).  The committee is specifically tasked to evaluate the geographical scope (excluding the Rural Lands Stewardship Area) and coverage of an HCP including the species associated with the geographical scope, to identify the types of impacting activities including County infrastructure needs, to identify the financial impacts of an HCP, to assess the community support for an HCP, and to identify alternatives to an HCP, if an HCP is not deemed feasible.  The committee will ultimately provide its findings and recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners.  Terms are 3 years.
 

The Historic/Archaeological Preservation Board has 1 terms expiring on October 1, 2007 representing the category of Law.  This 7 member board is vested with the power, authority, and jurisdiction to designate, regulate, and administer historical, and archaeological resources in Collier County, under the direct jurisdiction and control of the Board of County Commissioners.  Terms are 3 years.  

 

The Ochopee Fire Control District Advisory Committee had 1 term expire on December 31, 2006, representing Chokoloskee Island and Copeland.  This 5 member committee advises the Board on the budget and operation of the Ochopee Fire Control District.  Members must reside within the taxing district.  Terms are 2 years.

 

The Radio Road Beautification Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy due to a resignation with the term expiring on March 3, 2009.  This 5-member committee was established on October 21, 1997 to aid and assist the Board of County Commissioners in carrying out the purposes of providing curbing, watering facilities, plantings and maintenance of the median areas as set forth in Ordinance No. 96-84.  This 5 member committee shall recommend work programs and priorities to the County Administrator or his designee.  Members shall be permanent residents within the MSTU.  Terms are 4 years.  

 

Members of advisory committees must be residents and electors of Collier County, and are subject to the Florida Government in the Sunshine Law.
