	Warrant 1. 

Land Use Intensity

This warrant is satisfied when a development will generate traffic volumes in excess of 1,000 ADT (average daily trips) or 100 vehicles per hour / peak season, whichever is more restrictive. Collier County Land Development Code (Section, 3.2.8.4.16.4).
	
	
	
	

	Warrant 2. 

Level-of-Service Warrant

This warrant is satisfied if the traffic generated by the proposed development causes the level-of-service (LOS) of the adjacent streets/intersections to drop to a LOS "D" or lower, or where nearby intersections presently operate at level-of-service "E" or worse. LOS determination should be in accordance with the procedures described in the Highway Capacity Manual, using data contained in Collier County Annual Update and Inventory Report (AUIR) or approved by the reviewer.
	
	
	
	

	Warrant 3.

Roadway Modifications

This warrant is satisfied when the proposed development is expected to significantly impact a roadway segment identified for improvement in the Transportation 5 Year Work Program. This warrant is also satisfied when the proposed development includes modifications to the roadway system. Modifications include addition of lanes to accommodate site-generated traffic, addition of exclusive turning lanes, acceleration/deceleration lanes, median openings, installation of traffic signals and other traffic control devices, etc.
	
	
	
	

	Access Management – Show abutting driveways & median openings.  If roadway is under design or construction, plan set must show/indicate proposed conditions (LDC 4.03.08 A.1-4; Ord. 01-246)

	Access-way intersects a ROW or property abuts the intersection of 2 or more ROW.  Vegetation must provide unobstructed visibility at a level between 30 inches and 8 feet above the crown of the adjacent roadway.
	
	
	
	

	Access-way enters a ROW, 2 SDTs shall be created diagonally across from each other on both sides of the access-way.  SDTs shall extend 10 feet each way from the point of intersection from the edge of pavement.  The third side of the triangle shall be a line connecting the ends of the other 2 sides.
	
	
	
	

	Property abuts the intersection of 2 ROWs, a SDT shall be created.  2 sides of the SDT shall extend 30 feet along the abutting ROW lines, measured for the point of intersection.  The 3rd side of the SDT shall be a line connecting the other 2 sides. 
	
	
	
	

	On a corner lot, no fence, wall, hedge, planting, or structure shall be erected, planted, or allowed to grow in such a manner as to obstruct vision between a height of 30 inches and 8 feet above centerline grades of intersecting streets.

	Left turn lanes must be provided whenever the left turn volume into a development is two percent of the LOS “C” daily volume, or whenever the highest hourly volume of turning movement is 20 vehicles or more.
	
	
	
	

	Right turn lanes must be provided whenever the left turn volume into a development is four percent of the LOS “C” daily volume, or whenever the highest hourly volume of turning movement is 40 vehicles or more.

	Sidewalks – sidewalks shall be required on both sides of all public and private roadways.  Side walks shall be 5’ in width on local roads and 6’ in width on collector and arterial roadways (Ord. 2005-17)
The following must be provided to accept payment in lieu:

a. 8 ½ X 11 Exhibit (to scale) showing your project frontage on all public or private roads/easements.  Please delineate LF of frontage on each roadway. 

b. If the applicant chooses to utilize a square footage cost different than FDOT’s current Transportation Cost Estimates, which is $6.86 per square foot for a 4" thick sidewalk with no lime rock (only applicable for local/private roads) or $10.28 per square foot for a 6" thick sidewalk with no lime rock, then an exhibit showing calculations as to how the payment in lieu was derived, which must be signed and sealed by a professional engineer, must be included.  This cost estimate will be reviewed prior to acceptance. 

c. Check made payable to Collier County Board of County Commissioners for full payment in lieu amount.
