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POLICY:

Various naturally occurring and non-naturally occurring environmental hazards exist at the Aquatic Facility.  This policy will outline the appropriate response to these environmental hazards. 

PROCEDURE:

1. Definition:  Naturally occurring environmental hazards include, but are not limited to, tornadoes, hurricanes, and thunderstorms.  Because of the frequency of thunderstorms in Southwest Florida, a specific lightning policy is addressed in AQ0014. 

2.  Definition:  Non-naturally occurring environmental hazards include, but are not limited to, chemical spills, fire, and bomb threats.

3.  Whenever an environmental hazard presents itself and is verified to be valid, the Facility must be evacuated and closed.

4.  The decision to close the Facility will be made by the Supervisor on duty at the pool in conversation with the Parks and Recreation Department Director or his /her designee.
