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POLICY:

In the event of impending lighting, the Facility shall be evacuated.

PROCEDURE:

1.  The supervisor on duty will have the responsibility of determining that lightning is in the area.  This determination can be visual or through use of a lightning detection system.

2.  If the visual method is to be used, the following procedure shall be implemented.  Lightning is sighted.  Staff will begin to count one-thousand-one, one-thousand-two, etc.  Thunder is heard.  Divide the count by five (5) to determine the distance away from the Facility in miles.  The Facility is to close if the lighting is a minimum of five (5) miles away.

3.  If the lightning detection system is employed, the facility will close when the monitor is at yellow alert.

4.  All patrons must exit the facility.  No patrons or staff will be permitted on the deck or in any exposed area such a breezeway or roof overhang. 

5.  The Facility may reopen twenty (20) minutes after the last flash of lighting has been seen or when the lightning detection system is at green go.
