The Collier County Board of Commissioners is seeking applications for positions on several advisory committees.
The Bayshore Beautification MSTU Advisory Committee has 2 terms expiring on March 3, 2008.  This 5 member advisory committee was created on December 16, 1997, by Ordinance No. 97-82 to provide curbing, watering facilities, plantings and maintenance of the median strips of roadways within the MSTU; provide traffic calming improvements; and, beautification and maintenance of other areas within the MSTU.  Members will also prepare and recommend an itemized budget to the Board of County Commissioners.  Members must be permanent residents or owners of commercial property within the MSTU boundaries.

The Collier County Code Enforcement Board has 2 terms expiring on February 14, 2008.  This 7 member board, plus 2 alternate members, is composed of, but not limited to, individuals representing the occupations of architect, businessman, engineer, general contractor, subcontractor and Realtor and are considered, in part, on the basis of experience or interest in the areas of the codes and ordinances to be enforced.  Members are required to file a Form 1 Statement of Financial Interest each year with the Supervisor of Elections.  Terms are 3 years.

The Collier County Planning Commission has 1 vacancy due to a resignation with the term expiring on October 1, 2009, representing the Commission District 3.  This 9 member committee assists in the formulation and review of the Comprehensive Land Use Plan, Land Development Code, and amendments to both, and then submits their recommendations to the Board for final decision.  In 2003, the Board of County Commissioners amended the LDC to include a non-voting member of the School Board.   Members are required to file a Form 1, Statement of Financial Interest each year with the Supervisor of Elections.  Terms are 4 years. A list of the current membership is included in the backup.

The Emergency Medical Services Advisory Council has 1 vacancy representing COMMISSION DISTRICT 5 - term expiring on August 31, 2008.  This 14 member council advises the Board of County Commissioners on all aspects of emergency medical services, including the operational budget, level of service and equipment.  Terms are 3 years.

The Floodplain Management Planning Committee has 1 vacancy due to a resignation.  This committee was created on July 25, 2006, by Resolution No. 2006-200.  This 23 member (10 members of the public) will promote awareness of floodplain and flooding issues, identify known flood hazards, discuss past flooding events, assess the current floodplain and flooding issues, and set goals along with a strategy to make the community more resistant to flooding.  They will also develop and at least annually evaluate and update the Collier County Floodplain Management Plan.
The Golden Gate Estates Land Trust Committee had 1 term expire on October 13, 2007 for applicants residing in Golden Gate Estates Units 21-22, 36-47, 52-53, 59-93 or those units located south of Alligator Alley.  This 5 member committee serves in an advisory capacity to the Board of County Commissioners for the purpose of carrying out the requirements, conditions and various provisions of an Agreement relating to the use of land, or funds derived from the sale of land, conveyed to the County by Avatar Properties Inc. (f/k/a GAC Properties Inc.). Applicants must reside within the subdivision known as "Golden Gate Estates." Member selection may depend upon location of residence within specific areas (phases) of the Estates.  Terms are 4 years.

The Habitat Conservation Plan Ad Hoc Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy due to a resignation.  This committee was created on March 22, 2005, by Resolution No. 2005-174 and amended on February 14, 12006 by Resolution No. 2006-41 to expand membership to 13 members.  They will serve as a forum for community review and discussion regarding Habitat Conservation Plans (HCP).  The committee is specifically tasked to evaluate the geographical scope (excluding the Rural Lands Stewardship Area) and coverage of an HCP including the species associated with the geographical scope, to identify the types of impacting activities including County infrastructure needs, to identify the financial impacts of an HCP, to assess the community support for an HCP, and to identify alternatives to an HCP, if an HCP is not deemed feasible.  The committee will ultimately provide its findings and recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners.  Terms are 3 years.

The Historic/Archaeological Preservation Board has 1 vacancy with the term expiring on October 1, 2010 representing the category of law or urban planning.  This 7 member board is vested with the power, authority, and jurisdiction to designate, regulate, and administer historical, and archaeological resources in Collier County, under the direct jurisdiction and control of the Board of County Commissioners.  Terms are 3 years.  

The Immokalee Beautification MSTU Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy due to a resignation with the term expiring on September 23, 2008.  This 5 member committee advises the Board of County Commissioners on the budget and related matters pertaining to the beautification taxing district.  Members must be residents of the Immokalee Beautification Taxing District.  

The Immokalee Master Plan and Visioning Committee has 1 vacancy.  This 10 member committee was created on September 28, 2004, by Ordinance No. 2004-62 and will assist in the development of any necessary Requests for Proposals for consulting services; assist in the review of general planning matters related to the Immokalee Community; provide the BCC recommendations regarding roads, economic incentives, affordable housing, improvement to Immokalee Airport; and, assist in the review and updating of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.  Membership shall consist of a broad base of citizens and business owners in the regulatory area of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.  The term of the Committee will expire at the conclusion of its services to staff or upon adoption of the 2007 cycle of the Growth Management Plan amendments of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.

The Land Acquisition Advisory Committee has 3 terms expiring on February 11, 2008.  This 9-member committee was created by Ordinance No. 2002-63 and their primary responsibility is to recommend to the BCC an Active Properties Acquisition List with qualified purchase recommendations of environmentally sensitive lands consistent with the goals of the Conservation Collier Land Acquisition Program.  Membership of the committee shall comprise broad and balanced representation including environmental and conservation interests, agricultural and business interests, educational interests, and general civic and citizen interests within the County.  Members shall have expertise, knowledge or interest in ecology, conservation of natural resources, real estate or land acquisition, land appraisal, land management, eco-tourism or environmental education.   

The Radio Road Beautification Advisory Committee has 2 terms expiring on March 3, 2008 and 1 vacancy due to a resignation with the term expiring on March 3, 2009.  This 5-member committee was established on October 21, 1997 to aid and assist the Board of County Commissioners in carrying out the purposes of providing curbing, watering facilities, plantings and maintenance of the median areas as set forth in Ordinance No. 96-84.  This 5 member committee shall recommend work programs and priorities to the County Administrator or his designee.  Members shall be permanent residents within the MSTU.  Terms are 4 years.  
The Vanderbilt Beach Beautification MSTU Advisory Committee has 1 term expiring on November 13, 2007.  This 5 member committee was established on July 31, 2001 by Ordinance No. 2001-43 to aid and assist the BCC in carrying out the purposes of the MSTU, to prepare and recommend to the BCC an itemized budget for the MSTU and recommend work programs and priorities to the County Manager.  Members must be permanent residents within the MSTU.  Terms will be 4 years.

Members of advisory committees must be residents and electors of Collier County, and are subject to the Florida Government in the Sunshine Law.
