The Collier County Board of Commissioners is seeking applications for positions on several advisory committees.
The Collier County Code Enforcement Board has 1 term expiring on February 14, 2008.  This 7 member board, plus 2 alternate members, is composed of, but not limited to, individuals representing the occupations of architect, businessman, engineer, general contractor, subcontractor and Realtor and are considered, in part, on the basis of experience or interest in the areas of the codes and ordinances to be enforced.  Members are required to file a Form 1 Statement of Financial Interest each year with the Supervisor of Elections.  Terms are 3 years.

The Golden Gate Estates Land Trust Committee had 1 term expire on October 13, 2007 for applicants residing in Golden Gate Estates Units 21-22, 36-47, 52-53, 59-93 or those units located south of Alligator Alley.  This 5 member committee serves in an advisory capacity to the Board of County Commissioners for the purpose of carrying out the requirements, conditions and various provisions of an Agreement relating to the use of land, or funds derived from the sale of land, conveyed to the County by Avatar Properties Inc. (f/k/a GAC Properties Inc.). Applicants must reside within the subdivision known as "Golden Gate Estates." Member selection may depend upon location of residence within specific areas (phases) of the Estates.  Terms are 4 years.

The Immokalee Beautification MSTU Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy due to a resignation with the term expiring on September 23, 2008.  This 5 member committee advises the Board of County Commissioners on the budget and related matters pertaining to the beautification taxing district.  Members must be residents of the Immokalee Beautification Taxing District.  

The Immokalee Master Plan and Visioning Committee has 3 vacancies.  This 10 member committee was created on September 28, 2004, by Ordinance No. 2004-62 and will assist in the development of any necessary Requests for Proposals for consulting services; assist in the review of general planning matters related to the Immokalee Community; provide the BCC recommendations regarding roads, economic incentives, affordable housing, improvement to Immokalee Airport; and, assist in the review and updating of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.  Membership shall consist of a broad base of citizens and business owners in the regulatory area of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.  The term of the Committee will expire at the conclusion of its services to staff or upon adoption of the 2007 cycle of the Growth Management Plan amendments of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.

The Vanderbilt Beach Beautification MSTU Advisory Committee had 1 term expire on November 13, 2007.  This 5 member committee was established on July 31, 2001 by Ordinance No. 2001-43 to aid and assist the BCC in carrying out the purposes of the MSTU, to prepare and recommend to the BCC an itemized budget for the MSTU and recommend work programs and priorities to the County Manager.  Members must be permanent residents within the MSTU.  Terms will be 4 years.

Members of advisory committees must be residents and electors of Collier County, and are subject to the Florida Government in the Sunshine Law.
