The Collier County Board of Commissioners is seeking applications for positions on several advisory committees.
The Animal Services Advisory Board has 3 terms expiring on April 13, 2008 in the categories of At-Large, Veterinarian or Vet Tech, and Humane Society.  This 7-member board was created on January 27, 2004 by Ordinance No. 2004-06 to make recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners on programs, services, classes and special events that will further assist Collier County Domestic Animal Services in providing the best possible service to the community.  They will also analyze and review construction and improvements to Domestic animal Services facilities and make recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners regarding such facilities.  Terms are 4 years.  

The Contractors Licensing Board has 1 vacancy with the term expiring on June 30, 2009 in the category of General Contractor.  This 9 member board determines the qualifications of applicants for the various categories of the Contractors' Certificates of Competency.  They also hold hearings to determine if the holder of a certificate of competency of any contractor, master or journeyman should be disciplined.  A minimum 3 members shall be in the category of “Consumer”.  The consumer representatives may be any resident of the local jurisdiction that is not, and has never been, a member or practitioner of a profession regulated by the board or a member of any closely related profession.  Members are required to file a Form 1 Statement of Financial Interests each year with the Supervisor of Elections.  Terms are 3 years.

The County Government Productivity Committee has 1 vacancy with the term expiring on February 4, 2008.  This committee is composed of 11 members, with the vice chair of the Board of County Commissioners serving in a liaison capacity.  The members are appointed by resolution of the Board of County Commissioners for a two-year term and must be permanent residents and electors of Collier County.  Committee members are required to possess special expertise and experience related to managing large organizations, and must be balanced in representing the views of the community.  The committee reviews the efficiency of departments of County Government under the jurisdiction of the Board of County Commissioners.  The committee may analyze and review existing structure, organization, staffing, management, functions, business practices, and procedures of any or all parts of county government and make recommendations for increased efficiency and cost-effectiveness.  The committee may also assist in the implementation of those recommendations.  

The Educational Facilities Authority has 1 term expiring on April 23, 2008.  This 5 member authority was established by the BCC on March 23, 1999 by Resolution No. 99-177 pursuant to FL STAT 243.18 – 243.40 to transact any and all business and to exercise any and all powers authorized by the Act for an educational facilities authority.  EFA is limited only to financing projects on behalf of private, nonprofit, post secondary educational facilities.  Terms are 5 years.

The Environmental Advisory Council has 2 terms expiring on April 13, 2008, 1 Technical and 1 Non-Technical. This 9 member (plus 2 alternate members) council acts in an advisory capacity to the Board in matters dealing with the regulation, control, management, use or exploitation of any or all natural resources within the County, and the review of all land development petitions which require an environmental impact statement (EIS) per section 10.02.02 A of the Code, all developments of regional impact (DRI), lands with special treatment (ST) or Area of Critical State Concern/ Special Treatment zoning overlays, areas of the county covered by interlocal agreements, any petitions which cannot be resolved between the applicant and staff.  The membership will include technical and non-technical members.  Technical members shall demonstrate evidence of expertise in one or more of the following areas related to environmental protection and natural resources management:  Air Quality, Biology (including any of the sub‑disciplines such as botany, ecology, zoology, etc.), Coastal Processes, and Estuarine Processes, Hazardous Waste, Hydrogeology, Hydrology, Hydraulics, Land Use Law, Land Use Planning, Pollution Control, Solid Waste, Stormwater Management, Water Resources, Wildlife Management, or other representative areas deemed appropriate by the Board such as, but not limited to, a representative of the development community.  Alternate EAC members will be requested to attend meetings when regular EAC members have notified staff that they will be absent.   Alternate members will participate in discussions and vote when replacing a regular member.  Alternate members must be technical members that can demonstrate expertise in environmental protection and natural resource management. Terms are 4 years. 

The Forest Lakes Roadway and Drainage Advisory Committee has 1 term expiring on April 21, 2008.  This 5 member committee was created on March 10, 1992 by Ord. 92-16 to aid and assist the Board of County Commissioners in carrying out the purposes of providing and maintaining improved roadway related drainage and roadway restoration within the area of the Unit as set forth in Ord. 91-107.  They also prepare and recommend an itemized budget, work programs and priorities.  Members must reside within the Forest Lakes Roadway and Drainage MSTU.

The Immokalee Master Plan and Visioning Committee has 1 vacancy.  This 10 member committee was created on September 28, 2004, by Ordinance No. 2004-62 and will assist in the development of any necessary Requests for Proposals for consulting services; assist in the review of general planning matters related to the Immokalee Community; provide the BCC recommendations regarding roads, economic incentives, affordable housing, improvement to Immokalee Airport; and, assist in the review and updating of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.  Membership shall consist of a broad base of citizens and business owners in the regulatory area of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.  The term of the Committee will expire at the conclusion of its services to staff or upon adoption of the 2007 cycle of the Growth Management Plan amendments of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.

The Radio Road Beautification Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy with the term expiring on March 3, 2009.  This 5-member committee was established on October 21, 1997 to aid and assist the Board of County Commissioners in carrying out the purposes of providing curbing, watering facilities, plantings and maintenance of the median areas as set forth in Ordinance No. 96-84.  This 5 member committee shall recommend work programs and priorities to the County Administrator or his designee.  Members shall be permanent residents within the MSTU.  After initial staggered terms, terms will be 4 years.  

The Tourist Development Council has 2 terms expiring on April 21, 2008, 1 representing Owner/Operator and 1 representing Non-Owner/Operator.  This 9 member council was established by Ordinance No. 92‑18 as an advisory committee to make recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners regarding a proposed plan of uses for tourist development tax revenues, for the effective operation of the special projects or uses of the tourist development tax revenues, and to review all expenditures of revenues from the tourist development trust fund.  This council consists of  the Chairman or designated representative of the Board of County Commissioners, 2 elected municipal officials, 3 owners or operators of motels, hotels, recreational vehicle parks, or other tourist accommodations in the county and subject to the tourist tax, 3 individuals involved in the tourist industry who have demonstrated an interest in tourist development, but who are not owners or operators of motels, hotels or other tourist accommodations.  The council shall meet at least once each quarter.  

Members of advisory committees must be residents and electors of Collier County, and are subject to the Florida Government in the Sunshine Law.
