The Collier County Board of Commissioners is seeking applications for positions on several advisory committees.
The Bayshore/Gateway Triangle Local Redevelopment Advisory Board has 3 terms expiring on May 22, 2008.  This board was created by Resolution 2001-98 on March 27, 2001 to review the Redevelopment Plan, to make recommendations to the Community Redevelopment Agency, to receive input from members of the public interested in their respective component areas and to report such information to the Community Redevelopment Agency.  Resumes will be accepted from all interested parties, including Bayshore residents, Gateway Triangle residents, Bayshore business owners, Tamiami Trail (US41) business owners, Davis Boulevard (SR84) business owners, Bayshore MSTU representatives, and at large representatives who reside or engage in business or both in the Bayshore/Gateway Triangle Component Redevelopment Area.  A person who "engages in business" means an individual owning real property or a business, practicing a profession or performing a service for compensation or serving as an officer or director of a corporation or other business entity so engaged.  Consideration will be given to appointing members that have experience in the following professions: finance, banking, architecture, engineering, education, law enforcement, social work, real estate sales and development, planning or design and building construction.  Terms are 2 years.

The Development Services Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy with the term expiring on December 14, 2011, representing General Contractor.  This committee is composed of 15 members and represent the various aspects of the development industry such as architect, general contractor, residential or builder contractor, environmentalist, land planner, land developer, landscape architect, professional engineer, utility contractor, plumbing contractor, electrical contractor, structural engineer, and attorney.  The purpose of this committee is to provide reports and recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners to assist in the enhancement of operational efficiency and budgetary accountability within the  Community Development Services Division and to serve as a primary communication link between the Community Development Services Division, the development industry and the citizens of Collier County.   

The Emergency Medical Services Advisory Council has 1 vacancy due to a resignation with the term expiring on August 31, 2009, representing an At-Large position.  This 14 member council advises the Board of County Commissioners on all aspects of emergency medical services, including the operational budget, level of service and equipment.  Terms are 3 years.

The Immokalee Beautification MSTU Advisory Committee had 1 vacancy with the term expiring on September 23, 2008.  This 5-member committee advises the Board of County Commissioners on the budget and related matters pertaining to the beautification taxing district.  Members must be residents of the Immokalee Beautification Taxing District or a member appointed by a business located within the boundaries of the MSTU.  Terms are 4 years. 

The Immokalee Master Plan and Visioning Committee has 2 vacancies.  This 10 member committee was created on September 28, 2004, by Ordinance No. 2004-62 to assist in the development of any necessary Requests for Proposals for consulting services; assist in the review of general planning matters related to the Immokalee Community; provide the BCC recommendations regarding roads, economic incentives, affordable housing, improvement to Immokalee Airport; and, assist in the review and updating of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.  Membership shall consist of a broad base of citizens and business owners in the regulatory area of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.  The term of the Committee will expire on December 31, 2009.    

The Radio Road Beautification Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy with the term expiring on March 3, 2009.  This 5-member committee was established on October 21, 1997 to aid and assist the Board of County Commissioners in carrying out the purposes of providing curbing, watering facilities, plantings and maintenance of the median areas as set forth in Ordinance No. 96-84.  This 5 member committee shall recommend work programs and priorities to the County Administrator or his designee.  Members shall be permanent residents within the MSTU.  After initial staggered terms, terms will be 4 years.  

The Collier County Utility Authority has 1 term expiring on May 21, 2008 representing TECHNICAL.  This 5 member council was established on February 27, 1996, by Ordinance No. 96‑6 to regulate utility rates and related matters regarding non‑exempt water and wastewater utilities in unincorporated Collier County.  Three members shall be technical in nature, with expertise in engineering, finance and/or business administration.  The remaining 2 members shall be appointed on the basis of individual civic pride, integrity, and experience in any area of regulation.  Members are required to file a Form 1 Statement of Financial Interests each year with the Supervisor of Elections.  After initial staggered terms, the terms will be 4 years.

Members of advisory committees must be residents and electors of Collier County, and are subject to the Florida Government in the Sunshine Law.  

Service on more than one board or committee within the jurisdiction of various governmental bodies in Florida may constitute dual office holding under the Florida Constitution and may preclude this appointment or constitute a resignation from another qualifying board or committee.
