The Collier County Board of Commissioners is seeking applications for positions on several advisory committees.
The Bayshore/Gateway Triangle Local Redevelopment Advisory Board has 1 term expiring on May 22, 2008.  This board was created by Resolution 2001-98 on March 27, 2001 to review the Redevelopment Plan, to make recommendations to the Community Redevelopment Agency, to receive input from members of the public interested in their respective component areas and to report such information to the Community Redevelopment Agency.  Resumes will be accepted from all interested parties, including Bayshore residents, Gateway Triangle residents, Bayshore business owners, Tamiami Trail (US41) business owners, Davis Boulevard (SR84) business owners, Bayshore MSTU representatives, and at large representatives who reside or engage in business or both in the Bayshore/Gateway Triangle Component Redevelopment Area.  A person who "engages in business" means an individual owning real property or a business, practicing a profession or performing a service for compensation or serving as an officer or director of a corporation or other business entity so engaged.  Consideration will be given to appointing members that have experience in the following professions: finance, banking, architecture, engineering, education, law enforcement, social work, real estate sales and development, planning or design and building construction.  Terms are 2 years.

The Board of Building Adjustments and Appeals has 2 vacancies representing ARCHITECT and PLUMBING CONTRACTOR with the terms expiring on August 9, 2009.  This five member board was established by Ord. 83‑16 (amended by Ord. No. 91‑57); Repealed and amended by LDC, Div. 1.22.1 (Ord. 91‑102, as amended) to hear appeals on rejections or refusals by the Building Code Compliance Director to approve mode of construction or materials to be used in construction or alteration of a structure.  Membership consists of five members representing the following professions:  One state licensed architect or structural engineer; one Class "A" general contractor, one state certified fire protective equipment contractor or State Certified Fire Fighter with the rank of Lieutenant or higher or State Certified Fire Safety Inspector with the rank of Lieutenant or higher; one licensed electrical contractor; and one licensed plumbing or mechanical contractor.  Members must be knowledgeable in the following Collier County Codes:  Standard Building Code, Electrical Code, Fire Prevention Code, Gas Code, Mechanical Code and Swimming Pool Code.  The membership term is four years.  The meetings are held quarterly, or on an as‑needed basis.  This is a Quasi Judicial Board.
The Collier County Code Enforcement Board has 1 vacancy representing a REGUALR member with the term expiring on February 14, 2010.  This 7 member board, plus 2 alternate members, is composed of, but not limited to, individuals representing the occupations of architect, businessman, engineer, general contractor, subcontractor and Realtor and are considered, in part, on the basis of experience or interest in the areas of the codes and ordinances to be enforced.  Members are required to file a Form 1 Statement of Financial Interest each year with the Supervisor of Elections.  Terms are 3 years.

The Contractors Licensing Board (CLB) has 1 vacancy due to a resignation with the term expiring on June 30, 2009 in the category of Contractor’s trade.    This 9 member board  determines the qualifications of applicants for the various categories of the Contractors' Certificates of Competency.  They also hold hearings to determine if the holder of a certificate of competency of any contractor, master or journeyman should be disciplined.  Members of the CLB who are not consumer representative members should be either a licensed architect, a licensed general contractor, a licensed engineer, a licensed electrical contractor, a licensed plumbing contractor, a licensed mechanical contractor, a licensed roofing contractor, a licensed residential, or a licensed building contractor.  A minimum 3 members shall be in the category of “Consumer”.  The consumer representatives may be any resident of the local jurisdiction that is not, and has never been, a member or practitioner of a profession regulated by the board or a member of any closely related profession.  Members are required to file a Form 1 Statement of Financial Interests each year with the Supervisor of Elections.  Terms are 3 years.

The Environmental Advisory Council has 1 vacancy representing a NON-TECHNICAL member. This 9 member (plus 2 alternate members) council acts in an advisory capacity to the Board in matters dealing with the regulation, control, management, use or exploitation of any or all natural resources within the County, and the review of all land development petitions which require an environmental impact statement (EIS) per section 10.02.02 A of the Code, all developments of regional impact (DRI), lands with special treatment (ST) or Area of Critical State Concern/ Special Treatment zoning overlays, areas of the county covered by interlocal agreements, any petitions which cannot be resolved between the applicant and staff.  The membership will include technical and non-technical members.  Technical members shall demonstrate evidence of expertise in one or more of the following areas related to environmental protection and natural resources management:  Air Quality, Biology (including any of the sub‑disciplines such as botany, ecology, zoology, etc.), Coastal Processes, and Estuarine Processes, Hazardous Waste, Hydrogeology, Hydrology, Hydraulics, Land Use Law, Land Use Planning, Pollution Control, Solid Waste, Stormwater Management, Water Resources, Wildlife Management, or other representative areas deemed appropriate by the Board such as, but not limited to, a representative of the development community.  Alternate EAC members will be requested to attend meetings when regular EAC members have notified staff that they will be absent.   Alternate members will participate in discussions and vote when replacing a regular member.  Alternate members must be technical members that can demonstrate expertise in environmental protection and natural resource management. Terms are 4 years. 

The Immokalee Beautification MSTU Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy with the term expiring  on September 23, 2008.  This 5-member committee advises the Board of County Commissioners on the budget and related matters pertaining to the beautification taxing district.  Members must be residents of the Immokalee Beautification Taxing District or a member appointed by a business located within the boundaries of the MSTU.  Terms are 4 years. 

The Immokalee Master Plan and Visioning Committee has 1 vacancy.  This 10 member committee was created on September 28, 2004, by Ordinance No. 2004-62 to assist in the development of any necessary Requests for Proposals for consulting services; assist in the review of general planning matters related to the Immokalee Community; provide the BCC recommendations regarding roads, economic incentives, affordable housing, improvement to Immokalee Airport; and, assist in the review and updating of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.  Membership shall consist of a broad base of citizens and business owners in the regulatory area of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.  The term of the Committee will expire on December 31, 2009.    

Members of advisory committees must be residents and electors of Collier County, and are subject to the Florida Government in the Sunshine Law.  

Service on more than one board or committee within the jurisdiction of various governmental bodies in Florida may constitute dual office holding under the Florida Constitution and may preclude this appointment or constitute a resignation from another qualifying board or committee.
