The Collier County Board of Commissioners is seeking applications for positions on several advisory committees.
The Affordable Housing Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy representing an Advocate for Low Income Persons (applicant must reside in Immokalee), with the term expiring on October 1, 2011.  This 11 member committee was created by Ordinance 91‑65 as amended to monitor the implementation of the Affordable Housing Task Force's recommendations, and the goals, objectives, and policies of the Housing Elements of the County's Growth Management Plan and the City's Comprehensive Plan; investigate the feasibility of tax increment financing for infrastructure for site development of affordable housing for low income households; develop means or mechanisms to encourage a voluntary donation program or other revenue generating program that would contribute to an Affordable Housing Trust Fund to be used for the benefit of residents in Collier County; investigate a plan for any linkage and inclusionary zoning recommendations; review and determine the effect of proposed ordinances of affordable housing and make recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners and the Naples City Council; and investigate any other relevant areas so directed by the Board of County Commissioners.  The Board of County Commissioners will appoint 8 members, including the alternate member.  The City of Naples will appoint 2 members.  The commission shall be comprised of members from the following categories in connection with affordable housing:  residential home building industry, banking or mortgage banking industry, areas of labor actively engaged in home building, advocate for low-income persons, for-profit provider of affordable housing, not-for-profit provider of affordable housing, a real estate professional, local planning agency, 1 citizen who resides with the jurisdiction of the local governing body making the appointments, 1 citizen who represents employers within the jurisdiction, and 1 citizen who represents essential services personnel.  Terms are 3 years.  

The Clam Bay Advisory Committee has 1 opening, representing Commission District 5.  This is a newly created 9 member committee created on September 9, 2009 by Ordinance 2008-48 to advise and make recommendation to the Coastal Advisory committee and the Board of County Commissioners on matters pertaining to the management and operation of the Clam Bay estuary.  The committee shall make recommendations as to its duties, functions and responsibilities along with developing a comprehensive work plan that focuses on the needs of the estuary.   This committee will provide a written report to the Board of County Commissioners no later than October 20, 2009.  The committee will sunset on December 31, 2009 unless re-established by the BCC.  Members will represent the following categories:  2 members from Pelican Bay, 2 members from the Sea Gate/Naples Cay area, 2 technical positions, and 1 member from each of the Commission Districts 1, 3 and 5.  

The Collier County Coastal Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy with the terms expiring on May 22, 2011.  This 9 member committee was created by Ordinance 2001-03 to assist the Board of County Commissioners with its establishment of unified beach erosion control and inlet management programs within the unincorporated and incorporated areas of Collier County, and to advise the Board of County Commissioners and the Tourist Development Council (TDC) of project priorities with respect to funding sources that are available to Collier County for restoration and protection of its shoreline.  The committee is composed of 3 members from the unincorporated area of Collier County, 3 members from the City of Naples and 3 members from the City of Marco Island.  Selection for membership on this committee will be based upon the applicant’s familiarity with coastal processes, inlet dynamics, coastal management programs, or demonstrated interest in such programs; relevant education and experience; leadership and involvement in community affairs; and willingness to attend meetings and to undertake and complete assignments.  Terms are 4 years.  

The Collier County Code Enforcement Board has 4 terms expiring on February 14, 2009.  This 7 member board, plus 2 alternate members, is composed of, but not limited to, individuals representing the occupations of architect, businessman, engineer, general contractor, subcontractor and Realtor and are considered, in part, on the basis of experience or interest in the areas of the codes and ordinances to be enforced.  Members are required to file a Form 1 Statement of Financial Interest each year with the Supervisor of Elections.  Terms are 3 years.

The Floodplain Management Planning Committee has 1 vacancy due to a resignation.  This committee was created on July 25, 2006, by Resolution No. 2006-200.  This 23 member (10 members of the public) will promote awareness of floodplain and flooding issues, identify known flood hazards, discuss past flooding events, assess the current floodplain and flooding issues, and set goals along with a strategy to make the community more resistant to flooding.  They will also develop and at least annually evaluate and update the Collier County Floodplain Management Plan.  The County Manager was directed to establish the Collier County Floodplain Management Planning Committee, with the responsibility to develop and at least annually evaluate and update the Collier County Floodplain Management Plan.  
The Golden Gate Community Center Advisory Committee has 1 term expiring on December 31, 2008.  This 5 member committee assists the Board of County Commissioners by reviewing and making recommendations regarding the budget and operation of the community center.  Applicants must reside within the Golden Gate Community Center MSTU District.  Terms are 2 years.
The Habitat Conservation Plan Ad Hoc Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy due to a resignation, with the term expiring on September 12, 2009.  This committee was created on March 22, 2005, by Resolution No. 2005-174 and amended on February 14, 12006 by Resolution No. 2006-41 to expand membership to 13 members.  They will serve as a forum for community review and discussion regarding Habitat Conservation Plans (HCP).  The committee is specifically tasked to evaluate the geographical scope (excluding the Rural Lands Stewardship Area) and coverage of an HCP including the species associated with the geographical scope, to identify the types of impacting activities including County infrastructure needs, to identify the financial impacts of an HCP, to assess the community support for an HCP, and to identify alternatives to an HCP, if an HCP is not deemed feasible.  The committee will ultimately provide its findings and recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners.  Terms are 3 years.
The Hispanic Affairs Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy with the term expiring on June 25, 2010.  This 9 member board identifies and evaluates problems unique to the Hispanic Community, reviews and recommends ways to ensure open communication between the minorities and Collier County Government and provides periodic reports to the Board of County Commissioners.  Terms are 4 years.

The Immokalee Beautification MSTU Advisory Committee had 1 term expiring on September 23, 2008.  This 5 member committee advises the Board of County Commissioners on the budget and related matters pertaining to the beautification taxing district.  Members must be residents of the Immokalee Beautification Taxing District.  
The Immokalee Enterprise Zone Development Agency has 2 vacancies, with the terms expiring on April 4, 2009 and April 4, 2011.  This 13 member committee was created on March 28, 1995, by Ordinance 95-22 to induce private investment into distressed areas to create economic opportunities and sustainable economic development for designated areas.  To permit Collier County to participate in this program, the Board of County Commissioners nominated the Immokalee Community to be considered by the Florida Department of Commerce for Enterprise Zone designation in Resolution No. 95-248, approved March 28, 1995.  As part of the formal application for an Enterprise Zone, the State required that a committee consisting of a broad base of citizens be established.  The committee has representation from the Immokalee Chamber of Commerce, financial or insurance entities, businesses operating within the nominated area, residents living within the nominated area, nonprofit community-based organizations operating within the nominated area, local Workforce Development Board, local code enforcement agency, and local law enforcement agency.   This committee also serves as the Immokalee Redevelopment Board.  
The Immokalee Master Plan and Visioning Committee has 1 vacancy; this 10 member committee was created on September 28, 2004, by Ordinance No. 2004-62 to assist in the development of any necessary Requests for Proposals for consulting services; assist in the review of general planning matters related to the Immokalee Community; provide the BCC recommendations regarding roads, economic incentives, affordable housing, improvement to Immokalee Airport; and, assist in the review and updating of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.  Membership shall consist of a broad base of citizens and business owners in the regulatory area of the Immokalee Area Master Plan.  The term of the Committee will expire on December 31, 2009.  

The Land Acquisition Advisory Committee has 3 terms expiring on February 11, 2009.  This 9-member committee was created by Ordinance No. 2002-63 and their primary responsibility is to recommend to the BCC an Active Properties Acquisition List with qualified purchase recommendations of environmentally sensitive lands consistent with the goals of the Conservation Collier Land Acquisition Program.  Membership of the committee shall comprise broad and balanced representation including environmental and conservation interests, agricultural and business interests, educational interests, and general civic and citizen interests within the County.  Members shall have expertise, knowledge or interest in ecology, conservation of natural resources, real estate or land acquisition, land appraisal, land management, eco-tourism or environmental education.   

Members of advisory committees must be residents and electors of Collier County, and are subject to the Florida Government in the Sunshine Law.  

Service on more than one board or committee within the jurisdiction of various governmental bodies in Florida may constitute dual office holding under the Florida Constitution and may preclude this appointment or constitute a resignation from another qualifying board or committee.
