The Collier County Board of Commissioners is seeking applications for positions on several advisory committees.
The Bayshore Beautification MSTU Advisory Committee has 1 term expiring on March 3, 2009.  This 5 member advisory committee was created on December 16, 1997, by Ordinance No. 97-82 to provide curbing, watering facilities, plantings and maintenance of the median strips of roadways within the MSTU; provide traffic calming improvements; and, beautification and maintenance of other areas within the MSTU.  Members will also prepare and recommend an itemized budget to the Board of County Commissioners.  Members must be permanent residents or owners of commercial property within the MSTU boundaries.

The Environmental Advisory Council has 2 terms expiring on April 13, 2009 and 1 vacancy due to a resignation with the term expiring on April 13, 2010. This 9 member (plus 2 alternate members) council was created by Ordinance 91-102, repealed by Ordinance 2004-41, as amended to act in an advisory capacity to the Board in matters dealing with the regulation, control, management, use or exploitation of any or all natural resources within the County, and the review of all land development petitions which require an environmental impact statement (EIS) per section 10.02.02 A of the Code, all developments of regional impact (DRI), lands with special treatment (ST) or Area of Critical State Concern/ Special Treatment zoning overlays, areas of the county covered by interlocal agreements, any petitions which cannot be resolved between the applicant and staff.  The membership will include technical and non-technical members.  Technical members shall demonstrate evidence of expertise in one or more of the following areas related to environmental protection and natural resources management:  Air Quality, Biology (including any of the sub‑disciplines such as botany, ecology, zoology, etc.), Coastal Processes, and Estuarine Processes, Hazardous Waste, Hydrogeology, Hydrology, Hydraulics, Land Use Law, Land Use Planning, Pollution Control, Solid Waste, Stormwater Management, Water Resources, Wildlife Management, or other representative areas deemed appropriate by the Board such as, but not limited to, a representative of the development community.  Alternate EAC members will be requested to attend meetings when regular EAC members have notified staff that they will be absent.   Alternate members will participate in discussions and vote when replacing a regular member.  Alternate members must be technical members that can demonstrate expertise in environmental protection and natural resource management. Terms are 4 years.   

The Habitat Conservation Plan Ad Hoc Advisory Committee has 2 vacancies due to resignations, with the terms expiring on September 12, 2009.  This committee was created on March 22, 2005, by Resolution No. 2005-174 and amended on February 14, 12006 by Resolution No. 2006-41 to expand membership to 13 members.  They will serve as a forum for community review and discussion regarding Habitat Conservation Plans (HCP).  The committee is specifically tasked to evaluate the geographical scope (excluding the Rural Lands Stewardship Area) and coverage of an HCP including the species associated with the geographical scope, to identify the types of impacting activities including County infrastructure needs, to identify the financial impacts of an HCP, to assess the community support for an HCP, and to identify alternatives to an HCP, if an HCP is not deemed feasible.  The committee will ultimately provide its findings and recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners.  Terms are 3 years.
The Haldeman Creek Maintenance Dredging Advisory Committee has 1 term expiring on March 13, 2009.  This 5 member committee was created on December 12, 2006, by Ordinance 2006-60 to aid and assist the Board of County Commissioners in carrying out the MSTU, to prepare and recommend an itemized budget and to recommend work programs and priorities to the County Manager or his designee.  Members will be appointed from different parcels, subdivisions and/or the communities within the MSTU.  Terms are 4 years.
The Health Facilities Authority has 2 terms expiring on March 27, 2009.  This 5 member authority was established by the Board of County Commissioners on November 20, 1979, by Ordinance No. 79-95 in accordance with Chapter 154 of the Florida Statutes.  The purpose of the Authority is to assist health facilities in the acquisition, construction, financing and refinancing of projects in any corporated or unincorporated area within the geographical limits of Collier County.  Terms are 4 years.

The Immokalee Enterprise Zone Development Agency has 2 terms expiring on April 4, 2009.  This 13 member committee was created on March 28, 1995, by Ordinance 95-22 to induce private investment into distressed areas to create economic opportunities and sustainable economic development for designated areas.  To permit Collier County to participate in this program, the Board of County Commissioners nominated the Immokalee Community to be considered by the Florida Department of Commerce for Enterprise Zone designation in Resolution No. 95-248, approved March 28, 1995.  As part of the formal application for an Enterprise Zone, the State required that a committee consisting of a broad base of citizens be established.  The committee has representation from the Immokalee Chamber of Commerce, financial or insurance entities, businesses operating within the nominated area, residents living within the nominated area, nonprofit community-based organizations operating within the nominated area, local Workforce Development Board, local code enforcement agency, and local law enforcement agency.   This committee also serves as the Immokalee Redevelopment Board.  
Members of advisory committees must be residents and electors of Collier County, and are subject to the Florida Government in the Sunshine Law.  

Service on more than one board or committee within the jurisdiction of various governmental bodies in Florida may constitute dual office holding under the Florida Constitution and may preclude this appointment or constitute a resignation from another qualifying board or committee.
