The Collier County Board of Commissioners is seeking applications for positions on several advisory committees.
The Affordable Housing Advisory Committee currently has 2 vacancies and is seeking 1 member as a for profit provider of affordable housing and 1 member as an alternate. One of these members must be a resident of Immokalee. This is a 11 member committee created by Ordinance 91‑65 as amended to monitor the implementation of the Affordable Housing Task Force's recommendations, and the goals, objectives, and policies of the Housing Elements of the County's Growth Management Plan and the City's Comprehensive Plan; investigate the feasibility of tax increment financing for infrastructure for site development of affordable housing for low income households; develop means or mechanisms to encourage a voluntary program in which Realtors, and other holding deposits such as escrow accounts of earnest money deposits or security for rentals would deposit these in a selected bank where such bank would contribute to the Housing Trust Fund a gift calculated on the average collected balance for the month; investigate a plan for any linkage and inclusionary zoning recommendations; review and determine the effect of proposed ordinances of affordable housing and make recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners and the Naples City Council; and investigate any other relevant areas so directed by the Board of County Commissioners.  The Board of County Commissioners will appoint 9 members, including the alternate member, and one of those must be a resident of Immokalee.  The City of Naples will appoint 2 members.  The committee shall be comprised of members from the county-at-large, the City of Naples-at-large, and shall be comprised as follows:  resides within jurisdiction of the local governing body making the appointments, residential home building industry, Real Estate, employer within  jurisdiction, advocate for low income persons, banking and mortgage, essential services personnel, labor actively engaged in home building, Collier County Planning Commission, not-for-profit Affordable Housing, for-profit provider of affordable housing and an alternate.  Terms are 3 years.  
The Black Affairs Advisory Board currently has 4 terms that that will expire on June 25, 2014.  This 9 member board identifies and evaluates concerns unique to the Black community. The board reviews and recommends ways to ensure open communication between minorities and Collier County Government to help promote and foster better understanding by Collier County Government of the challenges facing the minority community. The board provides periodic reports to the Collier County Board of County Commissioners for review, and may have joint meetings with the Hispanic Affairs Advisory Board, to evaluate common issues that affect both the Hispanic and Black communities. The board meets on the fourth Monday of each month at 6 p.m. at the Board of County Commissioners board room, Collier County Government Center, 3301 East Tamiami Trail, Naples, 34112.
The Collier County Code Enforcement Board has 1 term expiring on February 14, 2011.  This 7 

member board, plus 2 alternate members, is composed of, but not limited to, individuals representing the occupations of architect, businessman, engineer, general contractor, subcontractor and Realtor and are considered, in part, on the basis of experience or interest in the areas of the codes and ordinances to be enforced.  Members are required to file a Form 1 Statement of Financial Interest each year with the Supervisor of Elections.  Terms are 3 years.

The Haldeman Creek Maintenance Dredging Advisory Committee has 1 opening for a term to start March 13, 2011.  This 5 member committee was created on December 12, 2006, by Ordinance 2006-60 to aid and assist the Board of County Commissioners in carrying out the MSTU, to prepare and recommend an itemized budget and to recommend work programs and priorities to the County Manager or his designee.  Members will be appointed from different parcels, subdivisions and/or the communities within the MSTU.  After the initial appointments, terms will be 4 years.
The Ochopee Fire Control District Advisory Committee has 1 term expiring on December 31, 2010, representing the Copeland area.  This 5 member committee advises the Board on the budget and operation of the Ochopee Fire Control District.  Members must reside within the taxing district.  Terms are 2 years.

The Parks and Recreation Advisory Board has 1 vacancy expiring on December 31, 2014, representing Naples and Urban Area Community Park District.  Representation on this board consists of 1 member from the Immokalee Community Park District, and 6 members from the Naples and Urban Area Community Park District.  This 7 member board advises the Board of County Commissioners on matters pertaining to the acquisition, development and programs involving the County's park facilities.   Terms are 4 years.

The Radio Road Beautification MSTU Advisory Committee has a vacancy for a term expiring on March 3, 2013.  This 5-member committee was established on October 21, 1997 to aid and assist the Board of County Commissioners in carrying out the purposes of providing curbing, watering facilities, plantings and maintenance of the median areas as set forth in Ordinance No. 96-84.  This 5 member committee shall recommend work programs and priorities to the County Administrator or his designee.  Members shall be permanent residents within the MSTU.  After initial staggered terms, terms will be 4 years.
