The Collier County Board of Commissioners is seeking applications for positions on several advisory committees.
The Affordable Housing Advisory Committee currently has 1 vacancy for an alternate member with a term to expire on October 1, 2013. The member must be a resident of Immokalee. This is a 11 member committee created by Ordinance 91‑65 as amended to monitor the implementation of the Affordable Housing Task Force's recommendations, and the goals, objectives, and policies of the Housing Elements of the County's Growth Management Plan and the City's Comprehensive Plan; investigate the feasibility of tax increment financing for infrastructure for site development of affordable housing for low income households; develop means or mechanisms to encourage a voluntary program in which Realtors, and other holding deposits such as escrow accounts of earnest money deposits or security for rentals would deposit these in a selected bank where such bank would contribute to the Housing Trust Fund a gift calculated on the average collected balance for the month; investigate a plan for any linkage and inclusionary zoning recommendations; review and determine the effect of proposed ordinances of affordable housing and make recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners and the Naples City Council; and investigate any other relevant areas so directed by the Board of County Commissioners.  The Board of County Commissioners will appoint 9 members, including the alternate member, and one of those must be a resident of Immokalee.  The City of Naples will appoint 2 members.  The committee shall be comprised of members from the county-at-large, the City of Naples-at-large, and shall be comprised as follows:  resides within jurisdiction of the local governing body making the appointments, residential home building industry, Real Estate, employer within  jurisdiction, advocate for low income persons, banking and mortgage, essential services personnel, labor actively engaged in home building, Collier County Planning Commission, not-for-profit Affordable Housing, for-profit provider of affordable housing and an alternate.  Terms are 3 years.
The Bayshore/Gateway Triangle Local Redevelopment Advisory Board currently has 3 vacancies for terms to expire May 22, 2014 the member categories will represent Bayshore Business, Tamiami Trail Business and an at large representative. The Advisory Board was created by Resolution 2001-98 on March 27, 2001 to review the Redevelopment Plan, to make recommendations to the Community Redevelopment Agency, to receive input from members of the public interested in their respective component areas and to report such information to the Community Redevelopment Agency.   A person who "engages in business" means an individual owning real property or a business, practicing a profession or performing a service for compensation or serving as an officer or director of a corporation or other business entity so engaged.  
The Black Affairs Advisory Board has 4 vacancies for terms to expire on June 25, 2014.  This 9 member board identifies and evaluates concerns unique to the Black community. The board reviews and recommends ways to ensure open communication between minorities and Collier County Government to help promote and foster better understanding by Collier County Government of the challenges facing the minority community. The board provides periodic reports to the Collier County Board of County Commissioners for review, and may have joint meetings with the Hispanic Affairs Advisory Board, to evaluate common issues that affect both the Hispanic and Black communities. The board meets on the fourth Monday of each month at 6 p.m. at the Board of County Commissioners board room, Collier County Government Center, 3299 East Tamiami Trail, Naples, 34112.
The Collier County Coastal Advisory Committee has 2 terms expiring on May 22, 2011.  This 9 member committee was created by Ordinance 2001-03 to assist the Board of County Commissioners with its establishment of unified beach erosion control and inlet management programs within the unincorporated and incorporated areas of Collier County, and to advise the Board of County Commissioners and the Tourist Development Council (TDC) of project priorities with respect to funding sources that are available to Collier County for restoration and protection of its shoreline.  The committee is composed of 3 members from the unincorporated area of Collier County, 3 members from the City of Naples and 3 members from the City of Marco Island.  Selection for membership on this committee will be based upon the applicant’s familiarity with coastal processes, inlet dynamics, coastal management programs, or demonstrated interest in such programs; relevant education and experience; leadership and involvement in community affairs; and willingness to attend meetings and to undertake and complete assignments. Terms are for 4 years. 
The Collier County Code Enforcement Board has 1 vacancy for an alternate member with a term to expire on February 14, 2014. This 7 member board, plus 2 alternate members, is composed of, but not limited to, individuals representing the occupations of architect, businessman, engineer, general contractor, subcontractor and Realtor and are considered, in part, on the basis of experience or interest in the areas of the codes and ordinances to be enforced.  Members are required to file a Form 1 Statement of Financial Interest each year with the Supervisor of Elections.  Terms are 3 years.
The Golden Gate Estates Land Trust Committee has 1 vacancy for a term that will expire on October 13, 2014, for applicants should reside in Golden Gate Estates Units 21-22, 36-47, 52-53, 59-93 or those units located south of Alligator Alley.  This 5 member committee serves in an advisory capacity to the Board of County Commissioners for the purpose of carrying out the requirements, conditions and various provisions of an Agreement relating to the use of land, or funds derived from the sale of land, conveyed to the County by Avatar Properties Inc. (f/k/a GAC Properties Inc.). Applicants must reside within the subdivision known as "Golden Gate Estates." Member selection may depend upon location of residence within specific areas (phases) of the Estates.  Terms are 4 years.

The Ochopee Fire Control District Advisory Committee has 2 vacancies 1 for a term to expire on December 31, 2012, and 1 for a term to expire on December 31, 2011.  This 5 member committee advises the Board on the budget and operation of the Ochopee Fire Control District.  Members must reside within the taxing district.  Terms are 2 years.
The Pelican Bay Services Division Advisory Board has 1 vacancy for a member in the category resident, the term will expire on March 31, 2015. This 11 member Board was established by Ordinance 2002-27, as amended, to provide input to the Board of County Commissioners in carrying out the purposes of the Pelican Bay Municipal Service Taxing and Benefit Unit as set forth in the Ordinance; recommend to the BCC an itemized budget, work programs, and priorities to the BCC in accordance with the adopted budget or budget amendments.  The board will exercise decision and control of the day to day operational affairs of the Unit to the maximum extent allowed by law, unless and except when there is some overriding governmental reason to do otherwise. Terms will be are 4 years.  

The Radio Road Beautification MSTU Advisory Committee has 1 vacancy for a term to expire on March 3, 2013.  This 5-member committee was established on October 21, 1997 to aid and assist the Board of County Commissioners in carrying out the purposes of providing curbing, watering facilities, plantings and maintenance of the median areas as set forth in Ordinance No. 96-84.  This 5 member committee shall recommend work programs and priorities to the County Administrator or his designee.  Members shall be permanent residents within the MSTU.  After initial staggered terms, terms will be 4 years. 
The Collier County Industrial Development Authority has 1 vacancy for a term to expire on April 13, 2015.  This 5-member authority was established by the Board of County Commissioners on February 27, 1979 by Resolution No. 79-34 pursuant to State Statues 159, Part III.  This authority has the power to issue Industrial Development Bonds to qualifying projects.  Money generated from the bonds would be used to construct industrial plants, equipment and other facilities which would be leased or sold to private industry.  The Authority meets several times a year at irregular intervals.  Terms for are 4 years.
The Water and Wastewater Authority has 3 terms expiring on May 21, 2011.  The vacancies are for 1 lay member and 2 technical members. This 5 member council was established on February 27, 1996, by Ordinance No. 96‑6 to regulate utility rates and related matters regarding non‑exempt water and wastewater utilities in unincorporated Collier County.  Three members shall be technical in nature, with expertise in engineering, finance and/or business administration.  The remaining 2 members shall be appointed on the basis of individual civic pride, integrity, and experience in any area of regulation.  Members are required to file a Form 1 Statement of Financial Interests each year with the Supervisor of Elections. The terms will be 4 years.
