County Seeks WWII Veterans To Participate In Capture Living History Project 
County Manager Jim Mudd, a retired United States Army Colonel, is appealing to the public to assist in identifying Collier County World War II veterans who are willing to record their war experiences on audiotape, for permanent record at museums and public libraries throughout the county.

“We are losing World War II veterans every day,” said Mudd.  “It is imperative that we act quickly to preserve their memories and sacrifices for future generations.”

Because of time and logistical restraints, the county is seeking only World War II veterans at this time, though the project could eventually expand to include all Collier County veterans of foreign wars.

Several county departments are working with community leaders and organizations including the Marine Corps League of Naples, the Veterans Council of Collier County and International College to manage this oral history project.
