Bike Locker Policies and Procedures Manual
OBJECTIVE:  
To review and make recommendation for approval by the Board of County Commissioners (BCC) the Bike Locker Policies and Procedures Manual.
CONSIDERATIONS:  
During construction of the Intermodal Transfer Station at the Government Center, coordination occurred with the Metropolitan Planning Organization’s (MPO) Pathway Advisory Committee (PAC).  The PAC was specifically interested in the options for bicyclists at the facility.  It was decided that the Alternative Transportation Modes Department would incorporate bicycle lockers into the design.  Construction is now complete on the facility.  The ATM staff has developed the attached Bike Locker Policies and Procedures which have been reviewed by the County Attorney’s Office.  The bicycle lockers are to be used to store bicycle and bicycle related equipment which can be reasonably contained within the locker such as a helmet, jacket, pack, or pump.  It is necessary to establish written policies as well as a fee structure for the rentals.  Proposed fees are as follows:
