DISEASE AND PEST CONTROL X Monitor the following plants:

Blue berry Flax Lily for rust disease and snail activity.

Big Rose Crown of thorn fro leaf spot fungus.

Caterpillar activity may increase on Bougainvillea shrubs with dryer conditions.
