I.
Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 6:05 P.M. by Chairman Kaydee Tuff.
  II.
Attendance – Establish a Quorum


Roll call was taken and a quorum of three (3) was established. 
 III.
Approval of Agenda
Vice Chairman Arthur moved to approve the December 1, 2014 Agenda as submitted.  Second by James Klug III.  Motion carried unanimously; 3 - 0.
 IV.
Approval of November 3, 2014 Minutes
Vice Chairman Arthur moved to approve the November 3, 2014 Minutes as submitted.  Second by James Klug III.  Motion carried unanimously; 3 - 0.

  V.
Public Comments

Neomi Rakow spoke on Farmer’s Market permits.  She reported the Farmer’s Market permitting rule is …28 days per calendar year per location/ per address.  They pulled the 1st permit, which will be good until the end of December 2014 and have renewed the permit from January until April 11, 2015, which is the end of the market.  They will not be able to pull a permit until September 2015 for another 14 days.  There are exceptions to that rule:
· If you are a PUD they do not require permits.

· If you are in a shopping center with more than 10 or more merchants.

James Klug III asked why is it, the way it is.  Who restricted it that way and why?
Joseph Rakow responded the Board of County Commissioners.  It has been like this for years.  Growth Development proposed to extend the term length but it was rejected by the Board.
James Klug III asked why it had been rejected. 
Neomi Rakow blamed politics between stores and farmers market.

Public Speaker
Skip Haeger, a resident for 24 years and landscape business owner, noted this was not a seasonal market but a local weekly market that people come to the market to get good buys; food, vegetables, good quality at a good price and to socialize.  People depend on this market.  The majority of the people walk to the market.  It is a local market.  It would behoove the Counsel to give a recommendation or a positive suggestion.
Joseph Rakow reported he had a petition to keep the Farmers Market opened year round with 1356 signatures (both Spanish and English.)
This request would require the County Ordinance be revised.  
A suggestion was made to invite the Farmer’s Market to a Civic Association meeting to gain their support.

Chairman Tuff expressed the Advisory Board has a good relationship with all of the Commissioners.  She suggested a better idea to get more traction, would be, to gain support from the Civic Association and other Community Groups.
Joseph Rakow asked to read the petition aloud:

We, the undersigned are the residents of Golden Gate City Community, Naples, Florida.  We are all hard working people who live and work in the area.  We are asking the Collier County Commission to make the necessary change to keep the Farmer’s Market located at 4701 Golden Gate Parkway at the Golden Gate Community Center opened year round.  Unlike other seasonal farmers markets that cater to tourist and snowbirds, the Golden Gate Farmers Market services the Community providing many residents with the opportunity to walk or ride their bikes to the Farmers Market to purchase their fresh fruits and vegetables each week.  This is what everybody signed.
William Arthur stated “This is a County entity, if they can exempt some buildings downtown, where they are at, they can exempt this one too.”
Jeanine McPherson-Hogle clarified the Ordinance that covered a PUD that was included.  It wasn’t an exception that was made.  

A discussion was made on why the Golden Gate Community Center not a PUD.  

Chairman Tuff suggested more research be done.  She asked Staff if anyone worked with the County Attorney’s office on this issue.

Jeanine McPherson-Hogle stated it was a Growth Management issue and it would have to go through the Board of County Commissioners.  She asked for a recommendation and a vote from the GGCCAB.

It was noted the Farmers Market would work with the GGCC and not open the Market on event days.  This would not be an issue.
James Klug III moved to make a recommendation to the Board of County Commissioners, that we, as an MSTU be allowed to have a Farmers Market on our premises and attached is a petition signed by many of our Community members to be opened  year round for at least 52 days over 52 weeks.  Second by Bill Arthur.  Motion carried; 3 – 0.
Bill Arthur suggested running this by some Commissioners prior to find out any objections or suggestions. 
Chairman Tuff will draft a letter to the Board of County Commissioners.

Discussion was made on the contents of the letter.   

Vickie Wilson
 reported the Farmers Market has had no complaints been following all the rules and cleaning up after each market day.  The revenue helps support the Community Center.

Maria Perez, a news reporter from the Naples Daily News was present.
