Recreation Highlights


Vickie Wilson distributed and reviewed May and June Events Report.  (See 
attached)  

· National Day of Prayer was held on May 3 with 300 attendees.
· 5K Fun Run and Safety Fair held on May 25 with 2,000 plus participants.
· 4th and 5th grade dance was held on June 1 with 62 children.
· 15 Junior Leaders attended training for Summer Camp.
· “We Bought a Zoo” was played for the Free Movie Night on June 6.
· Counselor Training is scheduled for June 8.

Public Speaker



Brooke Hollander, Collier County Community Garden Initiative (CCCGI), a 
non-profit organization requested the support of the GGCCAB for gardens on 
public land, where vegetables, fruits and herbs may be cultivated year-round. 



(See attached) 

· The garden would be open to any full or part-time County resident.

· Each bed will be approximately 5’ x 10’ and rented on a yearly basis.  Approximately $20-$30.

· Program is geared for people who want to garden and may not know how to garden in Florida.

· Phase I would consist of 15-20 beds.

 Kaydee Tuff arrived at 6:11 p.m.

· The garden area will be fenced and gated.  

· A portable Rubbermaid Shed would be placed on property to hold gardening supplies.
The Advisory Board asked many questions regarding costs, liability, utilities, vandalism, permitting and expenses for fence and shed and the use of pesticides.  Staff noted the need to have a licensed person overlooking the use of pesticides.  Questions were addressed by Brooke Hollander.

She stated the CCCGI primary source of funds needed to complete the initial phase of the garden will be obtained thru grants, fundraising activities and partnerships with the County, State, Federal and local agencies and non-profits to be estimated at $3,500.
Barry Williams asked if the CCCGI was a 501C.
Brooke Hollander responded they planned to run under another non-profit organization.

The Advisory Board liked the idea and asked for a cost analysis on initial start up and maintenance costs.

Barry Williams advised the CCCGI that an agreement between PAR and the organization would be required.  Direction was given to create a proposal, an outline of costs along with the Agreement and petition a recommendation from the BCC.  

It was noted standardize signage could be used to show “donated by” on project fence.

Kaydee Tuff would like a limit set on the number of garden beds.  
CCCGI will provide Annie Alvarez with a layout on maximum space, layout prior to reporting back to the GGCCAB.
